OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

June 7, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, June 7, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of supervisors, Herb Hartle, and Tom Beatty.  Jim Reid was absent.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hartle, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of May.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hartle, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are  $394,420.22 which covers checks  #12210 to #12344 (PNC Bank), Check #1034 for the total of $82.50 (DEA) and Checks #3777 to #3890 for the total of $2,926.13 (EIT Refunds).

POLICE SUMMARY – Mr. Hartle read the police summary for the month of May as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 208 calls.  21 Alarms, 2 Disabled Vehicles, 9 Animal Complaints, 10 Traffic Accidents, 13 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 45 Traffic Citations, 11 

Suspicious Circumstances, 4 Lockouts (Vehicle/Bldg), 93 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of May as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 19 calls.  6 Vehicle Crashes, 3 Fire Alarm, 4 Structure Fires, 1 Traffic Control, 4 Tree Down, and 1 Wire Down. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The May Planning Commission meeting was canceled.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Pennsylvania Resources Council is sponsoring Hard To Recycle Collection Events in the greater Pittsburgh area. The Mall at Robinson will host 2 events.  One on Saturday, June 26th and a second on Saturday, October 16th. The collection station will be in the mall parking lot.  Items accepted free of charge include CFL’s, ink / toner cartridges, alkaline batteries / cell phones, medical supplies such as crutches, canes, wheelchairs, and useable building materials. Items such as tires, E-waste, and T.V.’s and monitors will be collected for a small fee. PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid was absent from tonight’s meeting.  Mr. Beatty reported that the new pavilion at the park is under construction. 

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of June – 6.  Park Rentals for the month of July – 3.  June Health and Wellness Program will be held on June 16th  at 1 pm. and the topic is Fall Prevention and Home Safety.  Grandparents Day at the Park went well with 7 grandkids and 6 grandparents.  The next one is going to be held on Monday, August 2nd from 10:00 A.M. to 1:00 P.M.  The construction of the new pavilion at the park has begun.  Movies in the Park will be held on Friday, June 18th and the featured movie is Ice Age – Dawn of the Dinosaurs.  Rain Barrel and Watershed Workshop will be held on June 23rd at 7:00 PM.  The Travel Show will be held on June 24th at 7:00 PM.  Summer Camps are scheduled to begin the week on June 14th.  Kiddie Sports begins on June 15th at 10:00 AM.  Lego Class is going to begin on June 16th.  Community Day will be held on Saturday, August 14th from 3:00 PM to 9:30 PM.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS – None.

NEW BUSINESS – Mr. Hartle stated we have the contract extension for Morton Salt for approval.    This is a one-year option extension from September 1, 2010 to August 31, 2011.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hartle to approve the contract extension with Morton Salt.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we have the Proposal for Professional Planning Services – Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance Update from Remington & Vernick Engineers for approval.  Mr. Beatty made a motion for approval contingent on the following language change:  “approval contingent upon hiring Mr. Bob Kipp, of Remington & Vernick, doing the work on this contract”.  Mr. Hartle seconded the motion with the language change for approval.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to accept the gate policy as recommended by the Recreation Committee for the park.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hartle to approve the policy.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to accept the job descriptions for all Township positions. The job descriptions were a recommendation by Karen Beck.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hartle to approve the job descriptions.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we have the Gatesman Subdivision drawing for signature for a time extension.  This drawing was originally approved and signed in July, 2009 but was not filed with Allegheny County.    Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hartle to approve the signing of the drawing.  The motion was carried unanimously.

CORRESPONDENCE – None.

ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hartle to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried unanimously.
