OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

March 2, 2009

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, March 2, 2009 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – There were no comments from the citizens.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of February.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $123,044.39 which covers checks  #9858 to #10012 (PNC Bank), and Checks #3404 - #3407 for the total of $1,133.13 (Earned Income Refunds). 

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of February as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 175 calls.  30 Alarms, 2 Disabled Vehicles, 2 Animal Complaints, 9 Traffic Accidents, 11 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 21 Traffic Citations, 6 Road Dept. Call Outs, 94 Miscellaneous Calls.  The Chief also stated that over the last weekend, several township juveniles were given citations for riding their motorbikes on Cobblestone property.  

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of February as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 13 calls.  2 Vehicle Crashes, 4 Fire Alarms, 3 Structure Fires, 2 Containments, 1 Carbon Monoxide Alarm, and 1 report of wires down.

PLANNING COMMISSION – There was no Planning Commission meeting held in February.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – The Southwestern PA Household Hazardous Waste Task Force and UPMC are sponsoring a Hazardous Chemical Collection Program on Saturday, May 2, 2009 at the North Park Swimming Pool Parking Lot from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm.  A partial list of acceptable items includes aerosol cans, automotive fluids, batteries, paint products, pesticides/herbicides, photo chemicals and pool chemicals. MANAGER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan reported that Waste Management encountered some mechanical trouble with their trucks and stated that some portions of the township would not have their trash picked up until Tuesday.  

North Borough’s is sponsoring a clean-up day on April 18, 2009.  Volunteers are needed to assist.  

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported the road department is continuing to maintain the roads during snow events.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of March – 1.  Park Rentals for the month of April – 1.  Preschool story time will be held on Tuesday, March 17 at 9:30 a.m. in the lower level of the Nature Center.  A new Core Fitness session is scheduled to begin on Tuesday, March 24, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. Zumba’s new session begins on March 19, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. The new Yoga session will begin on March 9 at 6:45 p.m.  The Middle School Flashlight Egg Hunt will be held on Friday, March 27 at 8:00 p.m. for students 9-14 years of age.  Discount attraction tickets are available for the following places: Hidden Valley, Seven Springs, the Wisp and the Pittsburgh Zoo.  There will be a recycle event taking place the whole month of April.  This year we will be recycling cardboard boxes.  A dumpster will be located near the entrance to the park. CORRESPONDENCE – There was no correspondence report for the month of February.
