REGULAR MEETING

April 6, 2009

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, April 6, 2009 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – John Kicher, 108 O’Neil Lane, thanked the Township Supervisors and Manager for the assistance in getting the property at 117 O’Neil sold.  The new owner has been working very hard to get the place cleaned-up.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of March.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $229,415.34 which covers checks  #10013 to #10172 (PNC Bank), and Checks #3408 - #3427 for the total of $827.06 (Earned Income Refunds) and Check #2018 for a total of $2,886.86 (Earned Income Distribution). 

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of March as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 212 calls.  32 Alarms, 6 Disabled Vehicles, 5 Animal Complaints, 8 Traffic Accidents, 15 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 41 Traffic Citations, 6 Domestic Disturbances, 99 Miscellaneous Calls.

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of March as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 11 calls.  4 Vehicle Crashes, 1 Vehicle Fire, 3 Fire Alarms, 1 Structure Fires, 1 Barn Fire, and 1 report of a tree down.

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the March Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – The Southwestern PA Household Hazardous Waste Task Force will host its first household chemical collection of the season on Saturday, May 2nd.  The time will be from 9:00 am to 1:00 p.m. at the North Park Swimming Pool parking lot in Allegheny County.  The participant fee is $2.00 per gallon (cash only).

The next phase of the I-279 System Preservation project began in early March and will continue through December  2009.  The roadway improvements will occur between the Bellevue/West View interchange and the intersection with I-79.  All work will occur at night and during off-peak hours. PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported the road crew continues to do general maintenance on the trucks and spring clean up at the park.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of April – 2.  Park Rentals for the month of May – 3. The Middle School Flashlight Egg Hunt was held on March 27 and 30 students aged 9-14 were in attendance.  The Smart Angler program was held on March 28 and 11 boys and girls attended this event.  Preschool story time will be held on Tuesday, April 14 at 9:30 a.m. in the lower level of the Nature Center.  Preschool Tea Party will be held on Wednesday, April 29 from 10:00 am to 11:30 am.  There will be a recycle event-taking place the whole month of April.  This year we will be recycling cardboard.  A dumpster will be located near the entrance to the park.   A perennial exchange will be held on Friday, April 24 (Arbor Day) from 7:00 pm to 8:30 pm.  Nature Walks will be held on the following dates: April 22, May 6 and May 16, 2009.  The Walking Club begins on May 7 at 10:00 am.  Silver Scholars will be offering Buying and Selling on eBay and Power Point evenings in April.  Kiddie Sports will begin Tuesday, May 5 at 10:00 am. Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to accept the Agreement for a police mutual aid agreement between municipalities of the Quaker Valley Council of Governments and Ohio Township.   Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the Mutual Aid Agreement.  The motion was carried.
SOLICITORS REPORT - There was no solicitor’s report for the month of March.  

CORRESPONDENCE – There was no correspondence report for the month of March.

ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried unanimously.
