REGULAR MEETING

August 2, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Tuesday, August 2, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – Mr. Paul Weidman, 114 Highpoint Road had concerns regarding Marcellus Shale.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of July.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are  $154,473.90 which covers checks  #12505 to #12666 (PNC Bank), and Checks #4027 to #4078 for the total $2,175.81 (EIT Refunds). 

POLICE SUMMARY – Tom Beatty read the police summary for the month of July as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 207 calls.  24 Alarms, 14 Suspicious Circumstances, 8 Fires, 13 Animal Complaints, 3 Traffic Accidents, 9 Motor Vehicle Accidents, 21 Medical Emergency/ Assistance Calls, 22 Traffic Citations, 5 Traffic Offenses/Parking Problems, 4 Trees Down, 4 Criminal Mischief to Automobiles, 5 Domestic Disturbances, 75 Miscellaneous Calls.  Herb Hartle also reported the police arrested several teens for the recently thefts of electronic equipment stolen out of cars throughout the township and surrounding municipalities.

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of July as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 21 calls.  7 Vehicle Crashes, 3 Fire Alarm, 1 Tree Down, 4 Brush Fires, 1 Structure Fire, 1 Dumpster Fire and 4 Miscellaneous Calls. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The July Planning Commission meeting was cancelled.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Many Township homeowners currently take advantage of the Homestead Tax Reduction, may not understand how the reduction is calculated. The program is based on the annual amount of gaming revenue each school district receives. 

This year, Avonworth received approximately $247,000. These monies are divided by the total number of eligible homes in the district.  Having +/- 2,769 eligible homes equated to an $89.12 reduction to the total face amount of school tax for 2010.
The Office of County Executive Dan Onorato is sponsoring The Allegheny County Green + Innovation Festival.  This zero waste event will take place on August 14th at the Hartwood Amphitheater.

The festival will include earth-friendly food and product vendors, crafters, green living demonstrations, a book swap, musical entertainment, and children’s activities.

The goal of the event is to educate Allegheny County Residents on how to live a green and innovative lifestyle within Allegheny County. Over 50 diverse exhibitors will attend the festival.
