OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

April 5, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, April 5, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of March.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $210,474.36 which covers checks  #11868 to #12030 (PNC Bank), Checks #1025 to #1027 for the total of $49,066.15 (Highway Aid), Check #2027 for the amount of $3,756.98 (Earned Income) and Check #1028 for the total of $490.82 (DEA).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of March as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 191 calls.  10 Alarms, 10 Disabled Vehicles, 4 Animal Complaints, 12 Traffic Accidents, 15 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 40 Traffic Citations, 18 Suspicious Circumstances, 1 Lockout (Vehicle/Bldg), 81 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of March as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 23 calls.  14 Vehicle Crashes, 1 Fire Alarm, 2 Structure Fires, 1 Carbon Monoxide Alarms, 2 Wires Down, 1 Vehicle Fires, 1 Illegal Fire, and 1 Vehicle Fire. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the March Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Southwestern PA Household Hazardous Waste Task Force is sponsoring a Common Household Chemical collection event. It will be held on Saturday, May 1, 2010 at the North Park Swimming Pool Parking Lot from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm. There is a fee of $2.00 / gallon and only cash will be accepted.

MANAGER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan reported that the Township received a $500,000 grant from D.E.P. for the pay-as-you-throw trash program.  This money will be used towards the procurement of the recycling/trash containers required for the program.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported there had been an accident in the garage 2 weeks ago.  Two road department employees were inflating a small tire and the plastic rim came off and hit one of the employees.  He sustained a hand injury that required a trip to the emergency room.  

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of April – 1.  Park Rentals for the month of May – 2.  Pre-School Story Time will be held on Wednesday, April 14th at 9:30 a.m.  Preschool Ballet has 7 students registered and the class is going well.  April Health and Wellness Program will be held on April 21st  at 1 pm. and the topic is “What did I come here for?”  A review of cognitive changes throughout adulthood.  Baby Signs Parent Workshop will be held on Wednesday, April 28th at 7 pm.  Hunter Safety Program will be held Friday April 9 from 6 to 9:30 pm and Saturday April 10th from 9 till 4 pm.  You must attend both days to get your certification.  Flash Light Egg Hunt went well with 23 students in attendance.  Perennial Exchange will be held on April 23rd from 7:00 pm to 8:30 pm. Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to approve Tax Exemption and Tax Exoneration for Parcel #514-E-25 Owned by Allegheny County. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the Tax Exemption/Exoneration.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to approve the updated revised Policies and Procedures Manual for Ohio Township. Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve the revised Policies & Procedures Manual.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to approve Resolution No. 8-10.  This is a resolution appointing Richard Beam and Katie Farrow to the Recreation Board. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the resolution.  The motion was carried unanimously.
