OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

October 4, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, October 4, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.
COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of September.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are  $211,089.16 which covers checks  #12816 to #12970 (PNC Bank), and Checks #4101 to #4111 for the total $5,840.35 (EIT Refunds) and Checks #1037 to #1041 for the total $8,751.28 (DEA Account).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of September as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 241 calls.  28 Alarms, 14 Suspicious Circumstances, 6 Harassment Reports, 3Animal Complaints, 5 Traffic Accidents, 18 Medical Emergency/ Assistance Calls, 54 Traffic Citations, 7 Traffic Offenses/Parking Problems, 4 Lockouts, 1 Motor Vehicle Accident, 9 Theft reports, 4 Domestic Disturbances, and 88 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of September as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 18 calls.  8 Vehicle Crashes, 4 Fire Alarms, 1 Traffic Control, 1 Dumpster Fire, 1 Wire Down, 2 Vehicle Fires and 1 Brush Fire. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The September Planning Commission meeting was canceled.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – The Allegheny County Health Department is cautioning people to be wary of wild animals in yards, driveways and wooded areas around their homes after three residents were bitten or scratched in separate incidents in September involving potentially rabid foxes.

Health officials are warning everyone to always be completely aware of creatures in the environment whenever outdoors and to frequently look around for wild animals, particularly foxes and raccoons, which may be infected with the rabies virus. 

If you are ever bitten, scratched, or otherwise exposed to saliva from a fox, raccoon or any other animal, cleanse the contact area with soap and water, seek emergency medical treatment and call the Allegheny County Health Department at 412-687-ACHD to report the incident.

MANAGER’S REPORT – There was no manager’s report. 

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported the road crew is getting the equipment prepared for winter and conducting crack sealing on Township roads.  PennDOT sent a letter to the Township announcing there will be work done on Mt. Nebo Road around Red Mud Hollow starting Monday October 11, 2010 and continuing until Friday October 15, 2010.  The work will be done between the hours of 8 pm and 6 am.

CORRESPONDENCE – Allegheny County sent a letter to the Township stating that property assessors will be in the Township in the coming weeks conducting property re-assessments.  Assessors will be wearing vests and badges with their names on them.
