REGULAR MEETING

October 5, 2009

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, October 5, 2009 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of September.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $401,318.43 which covers checks  #10996 to #11173 (PNC Bank), Checks #2022 & #2023 for the total of $4,911.96 (Earned Income Distribution), Checks #3714 to #3755 for the total of $2,304.87 (Earned Income Tax Refunds) and Checks #1003 & #1004 for the total of $2,842.60 (DEA).

POLICE SUMMARY – Sgt. Beck read the police summary for the month of September as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 161 calls.  17 Alarms, 6 Disabled Vehicles, 7 Animal Complaint, 7 Traffic Accidents, 18 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 14 Traffic Citations, 5 Suspicious Disturbances, 87 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of September as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 10 calls.  3 Vehicle Crashes, 1 Vehicle Fire, 5 Fire Alarms, and 1 Structure Fire.

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the September Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – As part of National Fire Prevention Week, October 4 – 10, the Allegheny County Health Department is reminding residents that smoke alarms should be in every home and are proven life-savers but only when they are in good working order. 

 

Working smoke alarms cut the risk of dying in a house fire by 50%, yet most residential fire deaths occur in homes with no smoke alarms or in homes with alarms too old to be reliable or which have missing, disconnected or dead batteries.   

The Health Department has a free smoke alarm program to help residents who have no smoke alarms or ones more than 10 years old that may no longer be reliable.

The program, funded by the Pennsylvania Department of Health, provides and installs battery-operated smoke alarms on every level of the home.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported that the road crew has completed the work on the park slide and is now preparing the equipment for winter snow removal.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of October – 3.  Park Rentals for the month of November – 2.  Community Day went well and we had 1,012 residents in attendance.  The Ohio Township 5K Run and Walk/Fun Run was held on September 12 and we had 89 walkers and runners.  The Haunted Trail will be held on October 24 from 6:30 to 9:00 P.M.  Children 10 and under are $1.00 and over 10 are $2.00.  There will be crafts, games and light refreshments at this event.  Abrakadoodle session begins October 20th at 10:00 a.m.  Pre-School Story Time will be held on Wednesday, October 14th at 9:30 a.m.  Pre-school Ballet will begin on November 5th at 10:00 a.m.  Kindermusik starts on October 15th at 6:15 p.m. for ages 16 months to 4 years old.  Yoga, Core Strengthen and Dance 4 Fitness has started the fall classes.

Mr. Hartle stated we have the Cobblestone PRD Phase I Plan C for 25 Multi Family Lots in Phase I-C for approval.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve Cobblestone PRD Phase I Plan C.  The motion was carried unanimously.  Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to grant final Site Plan approval for the Ohio Township Volunteer Fire Company.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the Final Site Plan for the Ohio Township Volunteer Fire Company.  The motion was carried.  Mr. Hartle stated we have Resolution No. 14-09 for consideration.  This is a resolution for participation in an Energy Audit of the municipal building financed through a U.S. Dept. of Energy Block Grant. Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve Participation in the Energy Audit.  The motion was carried.   Mr. Hartle stated we have Ordinance No. 292 for consideration. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve Ordinance No. 292.  The motion was carried.
