REGULAR MEETING

November 1, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, November 1, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.
COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – Mrs. Rose Bayer, 529 Duff Road had concerns regarding the Duff Road Sanitary project and funding.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of October.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are  $100,553.27 which covers checks  #12971 to #13105 (PNC Bank), and Check #1042 for the total $1,500.00 (DEA Account).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of October as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 195 calls.  25 Alarms, 10 Suspicious Circumstances, 4 Theft Reports, 5 Animal Complaints, 8 Traffic Accidents, 17 Medical Emergency/ Assistance Calls, 31 Traffic Citations, 11 Lockouts, 8 Domestic Disturbances, 4 Motor Vehicle Accidents and 72 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of October as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 18 calls.  6 Vehicle Crashes, 3 Fire Alarms, 2 Vehicle Fires, 2 Fuel Spills, 2 Natural Gas Odors, 1 Carbon Monoxide Alarm, 1 Smoke Investigation, and 1 Structure Fire. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The October Planning Commission meeting was canceled.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Election Day is tomorrow, November 2, 2010. Due to the fire hall reconstruction project, ALL Ohio Township registered voters will vote at the Nature Center in the municipal park at 325 Nicholson Road. 

The polls are open from 7:00 am to 8:00 pm. District 1 voters will cast their ballots in the lower level.

MANAGER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan reported the Municipal Building will be closed on Thursday November 11 in observance of Veterans Day and on Thursday November 25 in observance of the Thanksgiving holiday. 

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported the road department is continuing their work on getting the equipment ready for winter snow removal and working in the park area.
