OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

December 6, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, December 6, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.
COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – Mike Logan, President of AGAA wanted to formally thank the Township for everything they do for the athletic association.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of November.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are  $118,560.70 which covers checks  #13106 to #13233 (PNC Bank), Checks #1043 to #1044 for the total of $2,353.00 (DEA Account), Checks #4112 to #4122 for the total of $776.03 (EIT Refunds), Checks #2031 to #2035 for the total of $7,468.28 (Earned Income Account) and Wire Bond Payment in the amount of $133,410.00 (Future Debt).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of November as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 184 calls.  23 Alarms, 7 Suspicious Circumstances, 4 Theft Reports, 11 Animal Complaints, 5 Traffic Accidents, 16 Medical Emergency/ Assistance Calls, 50 Traffic Citations, 7 Lockouts, 1 Domestic Disturbance, 7 Motor Vehicle Accidents and 53 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of November as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 17 calls.  6 Vehicle Crashes, 4 Fire Alarms, 1 Vehicle Fire, 1 Natural Gas Odor, 1 Odor Investigation, 1 Illegal Fire, 1 Brush Fire, 1 Residential Lock Out and 1 Structure Fire. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the November Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Ohio Township recently hosted a delegation from Leadership Pittsburgh Inc.  The participants were variety of business leaders and educators from the Pittsburgh area. Township officials helped them to explore and discuss issues surrounding efficient, effective and equitable government in our Region as part of their Government and Public Policy Session.

MANAGER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan reported the Municipal Building will be closed on Friday December 24 in observance of  the Christmas holiday and on Friday December 31in observance of New Years Day. 

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported the road crew is continuing equipment maintenance and snow removal.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of December - 2.  Park Rentals for the month of January – 0.  December Health and Wellness Program will be held on December 15th at 1 pm. and the topic is Bah Humbug!.  Preschool Arts and Crafts will be held on December 9th at 1:00 pm.  Preschool Story Time will be held on January 5th at 9:30 am.  Etiquette Class went well with 6 students in attendance.  Lego Class will be held this Saturday with 10 participants signed up.  Tree Lighting was held on November 30th and despite the weather we had 30 in attendance.  Preschool Ballet started on November 18th with 4 participants.  Health South Presents:  Healthy Heart Diets on January 11th at 1:00 pm.  Abrakadoodle’s new session begins January 24th.  Italian Travel Show will be held on January 26th at 6:30 pm. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS – None.

NEW BUSINESS – Mr. Hartle stated we have Resolution No. 12-10 for adoption.  This is a resolution adopting Heritage Drive in Heritage Estates Phase 2.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve the adoption of Heritage Drive Phase 2.  The motion was carried unanimously.
Mr. Hartle stated we have Resolution No. 13-10 for adoption.  This is a resolution adopting Heritage Drive in Heritage Estates Phase 3.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve the adoption of Heritage Drive Phase 3.  The motion was carried unanimously. 

Mr. Hartle stated we have the 2011 budget for adoption.  Mr. Hartle thanked all department heads for their cooperation in getting the budget prepared and Mr. Sullivan reported that there would be no real estate tax increase again this year.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the adoption of the 2011 budget.  The motion was carried unanimously.
Mr. Hartle stated we have the Cobblestone subdivision for Parcels 2D, 2E, 2N and 2P for approval. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the subdivision of Cobblestone Parcels 2D, 2E, 2N and 2P.  The motion was carried unanimously.
Mr. Hartle stated that there was an error in the October 4, 2010 minutes.  It was stated that Kimberly Felter was appointed to the Avonworth Community Park Executive Board.  It should have read that Kimberly Felter was appointed to the ACORD Authority Board.

SOLICITORS REPORT – None.

CORRESPONDENCE – Mr. Sullivan reported that a letter was received from Leadership Pittsburgh thanking the Township for hosting the Leadership Pittsburgh XXVII class. This was a class exploring issues surrounding efficient, effective and equitable government in our Region as part of their Government and Public Policy Session.

ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried unanimously.
