OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

May 4, 2009

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, May 4, 2009 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – There were none.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of April.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $188,814.35 which covers checks  #10173 to #10364 (PNC Bank), and Checks #3428 - #3520 for the total of $4,230.04 (Earned Income Refunds).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of April as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 181 calls.  29 Alarms, 4 Disabled Vehicles, 3 Animal Complaints, 14 Traffic Accidents, 13 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 29 Traffic Citations, 7 Domestic Disturbances, 7 DUI’s, 75 Miscellaneous Calls.

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of April as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 20 calls.  9 Vehicle Crashes, 1 Vehicle Fire, 1 Fire Alarm, 3 Structure Fires, 1 Gasoline Leak, 3 Brush Fires, 1 Unknown Type Fire, and 1 report of a tree down.

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the April Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – As warm weather approaches, motorcyclists will again be riding the roadways.  To help prevent injury and death, the Allegheny County Health Department offers the following precautions: wear a quality helmet.  Helmet use is not the ultimate solution for motorcycle safety, but a helmet can protect your brain, your face and life; the combination of a helmet, other protective gear, rider education, proper licensing, and public awareness can help to reduce injury and death in a crash; don’t ride when tired or under the influence of alcohol or other drugs; know and follow the rules of the road, and stick to the speed limit.

Attorney General Tom Corbett has published a brochure about the Pennsylvania’s Home Improvement Consumer Protection Act #132.  The law, which becomes effective July 1, 2009, affords protections for consumers who hire contractors to perform home improvements on their residential properties.

Consumers are encouraged to contact the Bureau of Consumer Protection by visiting www.attorneygeneral.gov or by calling a toll free phone number to check the status of the registration of a contractor,

Contractors are required to register by July 1, 2009.  A registration application and instructions are available at the same website.  Brochures are available in the lobby.

MANAGER’S REPORT – The road department has completed the catch basin stenciling program as mandated by the Department of Environmental Protection.  The stenciling has satisfied the public education/awareness requirement of the mandate.

The municipal building will be closed on May 25, 2009, in observance of Memorial Day.  

Marsha Grom, the Finance Director, became a grandmother over the weekend.  Her daughter had a baby boy.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Work is continuing on the roundabout on Crawford Road.  There have been a few questions from passing motorists as to why the roundabout is being built.  

The road department had received one complaint regarding the stenciling on the catch basins.  A resident thought the painting of the catch basin was unnecessary.

One of the newly purchased police cars is nearly ready to be put into service.  Once the decals are applied, the car will be ready.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of May – 4.  Park Rentals for the month of June – 5.  Preschool story time will be held on Tuesday, May 12 at 9:30 a.m. in the lower level of the Nature Center.  Preschool Tea Party was held on Wednesday, April 29 and the girls had a good time.  The recycling event went very well and the residents appreciated the event.  A perennial exchange was held on Friday, April 24 and 11 residents received new flowers for their home. Kiddie Sports will begin Tuesday, May 5 at 10:00 am. Movies in the park, featuring the movie Beethoven’s Big Break will be held on Thursday, May 28, 2009 at 9:00.  The Newsletter will be going out in the mail next week.  The new scheduled programs include Kids Art Classes, Messy Creations, Rhythmz, Abrakadoodle, Kids Creative Cooking, Kids Garden Club, and Flashlight Tag to name a few.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS – The results of the April 6th bid opening for the 2006 Four Winds Travel Trailer were read.  There were two bids received.  Mr. Gaudino submitted a bid of $4,206.00 and H.S. Reid submitted a bid of $5,000.99.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hartle to accept the bid submitted by H.S. Reid in the amount of $5,000.99.  Mr. Reid abstained from voting.

NEW BUSINESS – Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to approve Resolution #10-09.  This is a Resolution to Appoint Patricia Cannon as a Deputy Earned Income Tax Collector.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve Resolution #10-09.  The motion was carried.  Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to accept the Agreement between Ohio Township and the Avonworth Soccer Association for the use of the soccer fields located at the Municipal Park.   Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve the Agreement.  The motion was carried.  Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to accept the Wenger Subdivision, which is a lot line revision along Crawford Road. Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve the Agreement.  The motion was carried.  Mr. Hartle requested the Board table an approval for the final site plan for the Avonworth Modular Classrooms.  This will allow Township staff to review the emergency evacuation plan. Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve tabling the request.
SOLICITORS REPORT – Mike Witherel reported the State Supreme Court has ruled that Allegheny County must re-assess the entire county.  Judge Wettick will be setting the schedule for the complete reassessment of the County to take place over the next 24 months.

CORRESPONDENCE – There was no correspondence report for the month of April.

ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried unanimously.
