OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

June 1, 2009

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, June 1, 2009 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – There were none.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of May.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $125,723.54 which covers checks  #10365 to #10523 (PNC Bank), and Checks #3521 - #3541 for the total of $804.58 (Earned Income Refunds) and Check #1001 for a total of $1,418.50 (DEA Account).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of May as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 257 calls.  37 Alarms, 8 Disabled Vehicles, 9 Animal Complaints, 10 Traffic Accidents, 13 Traffic Offenses, 20 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 42 Traffic Citations, 4 Domestic Disturbances, 3 DUI’s, 111 Miscellaneous Calls.

Chief Micklos also reported that there have been some reports of suspicious persons in neighboring communities posing as census workers and possibly be the ones responsible for several home burglaries.  He warned residents to be on the look-out for these people.

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of May as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 18 calls.  3 Vehicle Crashes, 2 Vehicle Fires, 7 Fire Alarms, 2 Trees Down, 1 Natural Gas Odor, 1 Structure Fire, 1 Fire Police, and 1 Fire Stand-by.

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the April Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – The Allegheny County Health Department is starting its annual surveillance for West Nile Virus and calling on the public to help by reporting and submitting certain dead birds for testing.

The public is asked to report and in some cases submit certain bird species for testing – crows, hawks, owls, blue jays and falcons.  In addition, five or more birds of any species found in one location should also be reported.  Dead birds can be reported to the Allegheny County Health Department by calling (412) 687-2243 or by visiting its web site at www.achd.net.

MANAGER’S REPORT – The municipal office will be closed on Friday, July 3rd in observance of the 4th of July holiday.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – The road crew is continuing to work in the park planting the new trees, shrubs and various other plants that were recently delivered.  The road crew will begin their summer street paving program soon.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of June – 5.  Park Rentals for the month of July – 5.  Movies in the park, featuring the movie Dr. Seuss’s Horton Hears a Who (G)will be held on Friday, June 19, 2009 at 9:00.  Kiddie Sports will begin Tuesday, June 16 at 10:00 am and 11:00 am.  Summer Camps – Green Thumb Camp, Exploring the Arts Camp, and Wizard Camp will be starting in the upcoming weeks.  Summer Fitness classes are as follows: Cardio Pulse, Zumba and Yoga.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS – None.

NEW BUSINESS – Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to grant final subdivision approval for the Five Mile Development Plan Creekside Lane.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the subdivision.  The motion was carried.  Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to grant final approval for Avonworth School District Modular Classrooms.   Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve the modular classrooms.  The motion was carried.  Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to accept Ordinance 290, which is an amendment to the ATV Ordinance No. 289.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve Ordinance No. 290.  The motion was carried. 

SOLICITORS REPORT – None.

CORRESPONDENCE – John Sullivan read a letter from Comcast announcing price changes for customers subscribing to the Comcast HD Triple Play Bundle.  The letter states that the prices will be applicable as long as customers maintain the services in the packages.

ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried unanimously.
