OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

July 6, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Tuesday, July 6, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of June.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are  $206,151.33 which covers checks  #12345 to #12504 (PNC Bank), Checks #3891 to #4026 for the total of $8,096.37 (EIT Refunds), Checks #2028 and #2029 for the total of $185.03 (Earned Income Account) and Checks #1035 to #1036 for the total of $1,899.00 (DEA).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of June as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 252 calls.  36 Alarms, 8 Disabled Vehicles, 9 Animal Complaints, 7 Traffic Accidents, 14 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 69 Traffic Citations, 10 

Suspicious Circumstances, 2 Lockouts (Vehicle/Bldg), 9 Traffic Offenses/Parking Problems, 5 Domestic Disturbances, 83 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of June as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 19 calls.  6 Vehicle Crashes, 2 Fire Alarm, 5 Trees Down Fires, 2 Transformer Fires, and 4 Miscellaneous Calls. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The June Planning Commission meeting was cancelled.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – The 2010 Census is nearing the finish line. Residents who have not returned their census forms are encouraged to answer the door when enumerators knock. Census figures impact federal, state, and local politics by determining Pennsylvania’s numbers in the U.S. House of Representatives and where state legislative boundaries are drawn.   

Enumerators began canvassing neighborhoods and residences in early May to follow up with households that either didn’t mail back their form, didn’t receive one, or sent their form in too late to be processed. An estimated 48 million addresses will be visited through July 10th. 

MANAGER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan reported the Fireman’s Carnival will be held on July 16th and 17th.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported the road crew began road work on Grandview Road and completed the pavilion at the park.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of July – 4.  Park Rentals for the month of August – 4.  July Health and Wellness Program will be held on July 28th at 1 pm. and the topic is The Changing Faces of Today’s Health Care. Grandparents Day at the Park will be held on Monday, August 2nd starting at 10:00 A.M.  The construction of the pavilion has been completed.  Movies in the Park will be held on Thursday July 15th featuring Alvin and the Chipmunks.  Back Yard Composting will be held on July 28th at 6:30 P.M.  Kindermusik will begin on July 20th.  Abrakadoodle Garden Safari Camp will be held the week of July 27th.  Kiddie Sports begins on July 20 at 10:00 A.M.  Lego Class is going well with 15 students in attendance.  Messy Creations begins on July 23 at 10:00 A.M.  Community Day will be held on Saturday August 14th from 3:00 to 9:30 P.M.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS – None.

NEW BUSINESS – Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to approve Resolution No. 10-10.  This is a resolution in which Ohio Township will resolve its opposition to forced mergers and consolidations of local governments in Pennsylvania. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the resolution.  The motion was carried unanimously.
