OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

December 7, 2009

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, December 7, 2009 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of November.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $120,987.67 which covers checks  #11323 to #11460 (PNC Bank), Checks #1007 & #1016 for the total of $3,819.44 (DEA), Check #1021for the amount of $15,488.31 (State) and Wire Bond Payment in the amount of $193,922.50 (Future Debt).

POLICE SUMMARY – Mr. Hartle read the police summary for the month of November as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 175 calls.  23 Alarms, 9 Disabled Vehicles, 14 Animal Complaints, 9 Traffic Accidents, 13 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 21 Traffic Citations, 8 Suspicious Disturbances, 78 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of November as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 18 calls.  3 Vehicle Crashes, 1 Vehicle Fire, 6 Fire Alarms, 2 Structure Fires, 2 Illegal Fires, 1 Smoke Investigation, 1 Wire Down Report, 1 Gasoline Leak, and 1 Carbon Monoxide Report.

PLANNING COMMISSION – There Planning Commission meeting for the month of November was canceled.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – As hunting season has begun, residents are reminded that taking simple precautions can prevent unintentional firearm deaths.
Allegheny County Health officials offer the following tips to prevent gun injuries and deaths: 

· Keep firearms out of children’s reach and in a locked cabinet, drawer or gun safe. Store keys and lock combinations separately and out of the reach of children. 

· Use trigger locks and keep guns unloaded. Lock ammunition in a place separate from guns.

· Always assume that a gun is loaded. Be sure guns are unloaded when removed from storage.

· Gun owners are encouraged to take a gun safety course.

MANAGER’S REPORT – The Christmas party will be held on December 18, 2009.  Mr. Sullivan reported that the municipal office will be closed on December 25th in observance of Christmas and January 1, 2010 New Years Day.  

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – The lights at the park have been completed and the road department is getting the winter equipment ready for snow removal.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of December– 1.  Park Rentals for the month of January – 2.  Tree lighting went well and we had 75 people in attendance.  Memory maintenance seminar was held on November 16th and there was 11 in attendance.  AARP Safe Driving Class was held on November 12 & 19 with 8 people in attendance.  Pre-School Story Time will be held on Wednesday, December 16th at 9:30 a.m.  Cookie Exchange will be held on Friday, December 11th, at 7:00 p.m.  Winter/Spring Classes will begin in January.  New classes are Children’s Jewelry Class, Weight Loss Class, Knitting Club, Nails Make-up and Manners, Jazzercise, Etiquette Class, Pilates, Senior Golf, and Juggling Class

UNFINISHED BUSINESS – None.

NEW BUSINESS – Mr. Hartle stated we have for consideration the proposed budget for the year 2010.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the proposed budget for the year 2010.  The motion was carried unanimously.
SOLICITORS REPORT – None.

CORRESPONDENCE – A letter was received from The Municipal Authority of the Borough of West View.  The Authority wanted to commend Chief Micklos and the police department for their outstanding job in keeping them informed and prepared for any potential problems during the G20 Summit.

A letter was received from Comcast.  Beginning in February 2010, Comcast will be enhancing the cable network in Ohio Township.  With this enhanced service, customers will need to have either a digital cable box or digital adapter for each television on which they wish to continue viewing certain channels.  Comcast will provide one box and up to two adapters per household at no additional cost.  If additional adapters are requested, they will be charged $1.99 each and for any additional boxes, the cost will be $3.40 each.

There was also an announcement of the price increases effective January 1, 2010.  The cost for standard cable (which is not available for new subscriptions) will go from $57.99 to $60.98.  The Price Change list for all other services is available at the Township office for review.

ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried unanimously.
