REGULAR MEETING

July 6, 2009

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, July 6, 2009 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – There were none.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of June.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $377,253.86 which covers checks  #10524 to #10666 (PNC Bank), and Checks #3542 - #3568 for the total of $2,250.99 (Earned Income Refunds).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of June as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 202 calls.  31 Alarms, 3 Disabled Vehicles, 9 Animal Complaints, 9 Traffic Accidents, 22 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 25 Traffic Citations, 103 Miscellaneous Calls.

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of June as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 22 calls.  9 Vehicle Crashes, 2 Vehicle Fires, 4 Fire Alarms, 1 Tree Down, 1 Structure Fire, 1 Wire Down, 1 Landslide, 1 Brush Fire, 1 Gasoline Leak, and 1 EMS Assist.

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the May Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.  The June meeting was canceled.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – As of June 18th, Allegheny County Executive Dan Onorato reinstated a free County program to help residents replace furnaces and hot water heaters that were damaged as a result of flooding due to the severe weather on Wednesday June 17th, 2009.

Allegheny County will repair or replace furnaces and hot water heaters in residences where the existing units were damaged or destroyed by floodwaters.  Residents who earn up to 80% of the area median income are eligible for the program.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – The Crawford Road roundabout landscaping looks good and the road will be line stripped in the coming weeks.  The road crew has been busy paving Laurel Oak in Diamond Run and Deer Valley Drive.

Abrakadoodle starts on Wednesday July 8 at 11:00 A.M.  Cardio Pulse, Zumba, Yoga, Kids Art Classes and Rythamz new session begins the week of July 13th.
