OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

January 4, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, January 4, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of December.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $93,758.18 which covers checks  #11461 to #11602 (PNC Bank), Checks #1017 & #1022 for the total of $6,166.71 (DEA), Check #1022 & 1023 for the amount of $14,544.04 (State).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of December as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 234 calls.  31 Alarms, 7 Disabled Vehicles, 15 Animal Complaints, 22 Traffic Accidents, 22 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 10 Traffic Citations, 8 Suspicious Disturbances, 16 Road Department Call Outs, 10 Lockouts (Vehicle/Bldg), 93 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of December as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 28 calls.  12 Vehicle Crashes, 2 Vehicle Fires, 6 Fire Alarms, 2 Structure Fires, 3 Trees Down, 1 Wire Down Report, 1 Transformer Fire, and 1 Natural Gas Odor.  Chief Frazier also stated that the Fire Department responded to 220 calls for 2009.

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the December Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Allegheny County will hold it’s second annual Christmas Tree Recycling Program from December 26th through January 22, 2010. Residents can drop off tree daily between 8:00 am and 3:30 pm at the swimming pool parking lots in Boyce, North, Settler’s Cabin and South parks. All lights, decorations, tinsel and stands must be removed from trees before drop-off.

The trees will be mulched and used in Allegheny County’s nine regional parks.
MANAGER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan reported that the 2010 Millage will remain the same as 2009 (2.75).  There was a waterline break on Crawford Road recently and an insurance claim has been submitted to West View Water Authority for the damage to the road.  

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported the road crew continues to work on snow removal, equipment maintenance and repairs to Crawford Road.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of January – 2.  Park Rentals for the month of February – 0.  Pre-School Story Time will be held on Wednesday, January 13th at 9:30 a.m.  Father, Daughter Valentines Dance will be held on Friday, February 5th from 7:00 pm. to 9:00 pm.  Abrakadoodle new session will begin on Monday January 18th at 10:00 am. The following programs will begin on January 19th – Tai Chi, Zumba, Lunch Time Fitness, Kids Dance & Rhythm, Hip Hop Fitness, Crafting with Beads,  Weight Loss Class, Hawaiian Fitness, Arts & Crafts Class, Core Fitness, Dance 4 Fitness, and Creative Cooking.  Jazzercise, Baby Boot Camp, and Preschool Ballet begins on Wednesday January 20th.  Juggling Class begins on January 29th and is open to anyone over the age of 10.  Messy Creations begins on Friday January 22 at 10:00 am.  January Health and Wellness Program will be held on January 20th and the topic is Staying Healthy in 2010.  Seniors Gentle Yoga begins on Thursday January 18th at 10:00 am.

NEW BUSINESS – Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to approve the final site plan for Triumph Baptist Church.  Mr. Sullivan stated that with the Township’s past experience with other final site plans (Legacy, Bear Run), he feels that final site plan approval should be contingent upon the Church receiving their HOP permit issued by PennDot. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the final site plan for Triumph Baptist Church contingent upon the HOP permit being issued by PennDot. The motion was carried unanimously.
Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to approve Resolution #1-10 for the Appointment of Eric Ondos to the Ohio Township Park and Recreation Board.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the Resolution #1-10 for the Appointment of Eric Ondos to the Ohio Township Park and Recreation Board.  The motion was carried unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried unanimously.
