REGULAR MEETING

May 3, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, May 3, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of April.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are  $304,696.41 which covers checks  #12031 to #12209 (PNC Bank), and Checks #1029 to #1033 for the total of $6,202.36 (DEA).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of April as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 179 calls.  15 Alarms, 7 Disabled Vehicles, 8 Animal Complaints, 9 Traffic Accidents, 9 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 28 Traffic Citations, 14 

Suspicious Circumstances, 8 Lockouts (Vehicle/Bldg), 81 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of April as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 10 calls.  4 Vehicle Crashes, 1 Fire Alarm, 3 Structure Fires, 1 Brush Fire, and 1 Vehicle Fire. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the April Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Beginning May 1st, Census takers will begin going door-to-door to households that did not receive or return their 2010 Census forms. This neighborhood Census outreach effort will continue through July. In an effort to ensure that everyone is counted, Census workers will make multiple visits to homes. 


When workers begin visiting our community, they will be readily identifiable by a government badge and black Census shoulder bag. People may ask to see photo identification before participating in a Census survey.

MANAGER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan reported that the municipal office will be closed on Monday May 31, 2010 in observance of Memorial Day.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported the road crew continues to do general maintenance and prepare the equipment for the road paving season.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of May – 1.  Park Rentals for the month of June – 6.  Pre-School Story Time will be held on Wednesday, May 12th at 9:30 a.m.  May Health and Wellness Program will be held on May 19th  at 1 pm. and the topic is Stroke – A Brain Attack.  Hunter Safety had 35 in attendance.  Ladies Day Out went well with 24 vendors in attendance.  Kids Only Yard Sale went well with 10 kids signed up.  Jr. Golf has 10 students in the program.  Grandparents Day at the Park will be held on Friday, May 14th from 10:00 A.M. to 1:00 P.M.  The Summer News Letter will be going out next week.  It is filled with some great summer activities for the whole family.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS – None.

NEW BUSINESS – Mr. Hartle stated we have the contract extension for Waste Management for approval.    This is a one-year extension from October 1, 2010 to September 30, 2011.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the contract extension with Waste Management.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we have the Cobblestone Manor Parcels 2A, 2B, 2C, 2S and 2T drawing for approval.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve the Cobblestone drawing.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to approve Resolution No. 9-10.  This is a resolution appointing John Sullivan to act as the agent on behalf of Ohio Township for all matters pertaining to the 2010 Winter Snow Disaster with PEMA. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the resolution.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to approve Resolution No. 10-10.  This is a Concurring Resolution for the proposed CDBG Yr. 37 Demolition Grant for the property located along Deer Valley Drive. Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty to approve the resolution.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated we have the contract extension for traffic signal maintenance with Bruce & Merrilees.  This is a 3-year extension on the current contract. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the contract extension with Bruce & Merrilees.  The motion was carried unanimously.

SOLICITORS REPORT – None.

CORRESPONDENCE – Mr. Sullivan read an e-mail received on April 8, 2010 from Mr. David Barkovich, a resident on Manchester Circle.  Mr. Barkovich expressed his appreciation of the road crews efforts during the snowstorms in February.  He also wanted to thank Marsha for her help with his taxes.  She was incredibly helpful at helping him complete his taxes.

ADJOURNMENT – There being no further business, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried unanimously.
