REGULAR MEETING

February 1, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, February 1, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

Mr. Hartle stated for the record that there was an error on the minutes as approved for December 2009.  The invoices due for payment stated $648.75 for the DEA account.  This amount was wrong.  The correct amount should have stated $3,819.44.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of January.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $82,529.76 which covers checks  #11603 to #11727 (PNC Bank), Checks #1023 & #1026 for the total of $7,174.88 (DEA), Check #1024 for the amount of $15,892.92 (State) and Checks #3775 & #3776 for the total of $384.39 (EIT Refunds).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of January as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 183 calls.  29 Alarms, 8 Disabled Vehicles, 3 Animal Complaints, 8 Traffic Accidents, 20 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 13 Traffic Citations, 6 Suspicious Disturbances, 8 Road Department Call Outs, 5 Lockouts (Vehicle/Bldg), 83 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of January as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 13 calls.  6 Vehicle Crashes, 3 Fire Alarms, 1 Structure Fire, 1 Natural Gas Odor, 1 Carbon Monoxide Alarm and 1 Search Detail. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the January Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – In compliance with Act 129 legislation, Duquesne Light is offering specific conservation and demand reduction measures for each residential, commercial and industrial customer group.
