OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS

REGULAR MEETING

March 1, 2010

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, March 1, 2010 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – None.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of February.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Beatty, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $108,785.80 which covers checks  #11728 to #11867 (PNC Bank), Checks #1027 for the total of $181.63 (DEA).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of February as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 219 calls.  25 Alarms, 33 Disabled Vehicles, 2 Animal Complaints, 15 Traffic Accidents, 20 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 9 Traffic Citations, 2 Suspicious Disturbances, 6 Road Department Call Outs, 2 Lockouts (Vehicle/Bldg), 8 Traffic Parking Problems, 97 Miscellaneous Calls. 

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of February as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 34 calls.  10 Vehicle Crashes, 1 Fire Alarm, 2 Structure Fires, 5 Gas/Smoke Odors, 4 Carbon Monoxide Alarms, 3 Trees Down, 2 Transformer Fires, 2 Wires Down, 2 Vehicle Fires, 1 Gas Leak, 1 Arching Wires, and 1 Unknown Fire. 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the February Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Ohio Township has received confirmation from the Department of Environmental Protection, Bureau of Waste Management that the Township, along with Franklin Park Borough, and the Town of McCandless have each been awarded a $500,000 grant for the implementation of an automated Pay-As-You-Throw refuse, recycling, and yard waste program. 

The money, which comes from a $2 / ton fee on trash dumped at Pennsylvania landfills will be used mostly to purchase new refuse and recycling containers. The Township will match 10% of the total approved costs, which equates to approximately $55,000.

Residents will be kept informed of the process through newsletters and mailings.
MANAGER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan expressed the Township’s appreciation of the work by the fire company, police department and road crew during the snow events of the past month.  

Mr. Sullivan reported that the municipal office will be closed on Friday April 2nd in observance of Good Friday.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Mr. Reid reported that the road crew worked 3 times as much overtime for snow removal this season so far, than last season in total.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of March – 2.  Park Rentals for the month of April – 0.  Pre-School Story Time will be held on Wednesday, March 17th at 9:30 a.m.  Preschool Ballet new session begins Wednesday March 10th at 10:00 am.  March Health and Wellness Program will be held on March 17th at 1 pm. and the topic is Simple Changes You Can make for healthier Eating Habits. Baby Signs Parent Workshop will be held on Wednesday, April 28th at 7 pm.  Flash Light Egg Hunt for students 8-13 years of age will be held on Friday, March 26 at 8 pm.  Smart Angler Program will be held on Saturday March 27th from 10 am till noon.  Hunter Safety Program will be held Friday April 9 from 6 to 9:30 pm and Saturday April 10th from 9 till 4 pm.  You must attend both days to get your certification. Egg-Citing Eggs will be held on Wednesday March 31st at 7 pm.  Core Fitness and Kids Art Class new session begins on March 10th at 6:30 pm.
