REGULAR MEETING

August 3, 2009

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Herb Hartle, on Monday, August 3, 2009 at the Ohio Township Municipal Building.

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance 

Mr. Hartle asked the secretary to note the presence of all three supervisors, Herb Hartle, Jim Reid and Tom Beatty.

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – There were none.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Hartle announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin board.   There being no corrections, Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the minutes as posted.  The motion was carried unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of July.  Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried unanimously.

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are $314,015.26 which covers checks  #10667 to #10832 (PNC Bank), and Check #1020 in the amount of $41,509.09 (State Fund) and Checks #2019 to #2020 for the total of $1,768.08 (Earned Income Distribution).

POLICE SUMMARY – Chief Micklos read the police summary for the month of July as follows: The Ohio Township Police Department responded to 195 calls.  25 Alarms, 4 Disabled Vehicles, 9 Animal Complaints, 9 Traffic Accidents, 20 Medical Emergency/Assistance Calls, 12 Traffic Citations, 6 Misc. Disturbances, 110 Miscellaneous Calls.

FIRE REPORT - Chief Frazier submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of July as follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 25 calls.  7 Vehicle Crashes, 2 Vehicle Fires, 7 Fire Alarms, 1 Tree Down, 3 Structure Fires, 1 Wire Down, 1 Brush Fire, 1 Gasoline Leak, 1 Natural Gas Odor and 1 Physical Rescue.

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the July Planning Commission meeting are posted on the bulletin board.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – Tomorrow, August 4th, the Mt. Nebo Pointe Target store will be hosting a National Night Out event from 5:30 pm to 8:30 pm. The event is designed to raise crime prevention awareness and strengthen neighborhood spirit and unity. The Ohio Township Police and Fire Departments will have their cars, trucks, K-9 unit, and other emergency equipment on display. There will also be games, refreshments, face painting, infant car seat checks, live music and a Chinese auction. Visitors are asked to bring items to fill backpacks for children in need this upcoming school year. 
The Allegheny Health Department will continue its rabies vaccine-baiting program for wild raccoons again this year. The on-land-baiting program is scheduled to begin the week of August 10th.  Health Department employees will apply bait by hand in all municipalities on foot and from vehicles. For more information, pamphlets are available at the information desk in the lobby.

Mr. Hartle announced that the Ohio Township Volunteer Fire Company Annual Golf Outing will be held on Tuesday, September 8th at Diamond Run Golf Course.

MANAGER’S REPORT – John Sullivan reported that the Municipal Office would be closed on Monday, September 7th in observance of Labor Day.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – None.

RECREATION REPORT - Park Rentals for the month of August – 6.  Park Rentals for the month of September – 3.  Movies in the park was held on Thursday, July 16, 2009 and there were 70 people in attendance.  Community Day will be held on Saturday August 15 from 3 P.M. till 10:00 P.M.  Fireworks will go off at 9:45 P.M.  A postcard listing all events will be sent to all residents.  The Ohio Township 5K Run and Walk/Fun Run will be held on September 12 at 9:00 A.M.  Early registration deadline is August 12, 2009.  Community Day at PNC Park will be held on Friday, September 18 at 7:05 P.M.  Tickets are $11.00 in the Left Field Grandstand.   Kiddie Sports second session has begun and is going well.  AARP Safe Driving Course was held on July 22 & 23 and went well with 5 in attendance.  The next class will be held this fall.  Cardio Pulse, Zumba, Yoga, Kids Art Classes are going well.  Junior Golf Association Program started last week and we have 13 students signed up between the ages of 8 to 18.  Summer Camps for kids this summer had an average attendance of 6 per camp.  Abrakadoodle Fall session will begin in September.

Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to grant final Subdivision Approval for the Cobblestone Manor PRD for Parcels F, G, and H. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the Final Subdivision for Cobblestone Parcels F, G and H.  The motion was carried.  Mr. Hartle stated we need a motion to grant final Subdivision Approval of Lot 1 in the Gatesman Plan of Lots. Mr. Beatty made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid to approve the Subdivision of Lot 1 in the Gatesman Plan of Lots.  The motion was carried.
SOLICITORS REPORT – None.

CORRESPONDENCE – A letter was received from the Mt. Nebo Grange thanking the Township for the use of the pavilion at the park for their picnic on June 23rd.
