
OHIO TOWNSHIP BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 

REGULAR MEETING 

May 7, 2018 

 

CALLING THE MEETING TO ORDER – The regular monthly meeting of the Ohio Township Board of 

Supervisors was called to order by Chairman, Tom Beatty, on Monday, May 7, 2018 at the Ohio Township 

Municipal Building, 1719 Roosevelt Road, Pittsburgh, PA  15237. 

 

The meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.  

 

Mr. Beatty asked the secretary to note the presence of supervisors, Jim Reid, Herb Hartle and Tom Beatty.   

Mr. Beatty presented a Plaque to be hung in the Municipal Building in memory of Bob Kipp. 

 

COMMENTS FROM THE CITIZENS – none 

 

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Beatty announced that the minutes were posted on the bulletin 

board.  Mr. Reid made a motion, seconded by Mr. Hartle, to approve the regular meeting minutes as posted.  

The motion was carried unanimously. 

 

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan read the treasurer’s report for the month of April.  Mr. Hartle 

made a motion, seconded by Mr. Reid, to approve the treasurer’s report as read.  The motion was carried 

unanimously.  There was an additional check written which amended the treasurer’s report.   That check 

was in the amount of $50,760.00 for Golon, Inc for payment #1 for the restrooms at the park  

 

INVOICES DUE FOR PAYMENT - Mr. Sullivan read the total invoices due for payment are 

$308,741.16 which covers checks  #26028 to #26190 (PNC Bank);  Mr. Hartle made a motion, seconded by 

Mr. Reid approving the invoices due for payment.  The motion was carried unanimously.   

 

POLICE SUMMARY –The police summary for the month of April is as follows: The Ohio Township 

Police Department responded to 236 calls.  28 Alarms, 1 Disabled Vehicle, 4 Thefts/Theft Reports, 3 Fires 

(including alarms founded/unfound), 9 motor vehicle accidents, 6 Traffic Accidents, 22 Medical 

Emergency/Assistance Calls, 36 Traffic Citations, 5 animal complaints, 20 foot patrols, 5 vehicle/building 

lockouts, 8 suspicious person/ circumstances/autos, 7 assist other agencies, 3 road department callouts, 2 

ordinance violation – soliciting; abandoned vehicles, 1 murder, 9 window/door open, 4 welfare checks, and 

63 Miscellaneous Calls.   

 

FIRE REPORT – Chief Penfield submitted the emergency and fire report for the month of April as 

follows: The Ohio Township Fire Department responded to 23 calls.  5 Vehicle Crashes, 3 gas leaks, 1 

containment, 1 landslide, 5 fire alarms, 4 structure fires, 1 wire down, 1 carbon monoxide alarm, and 2 

brush fires.   

 

MS4 Report – Joe Jackson reported he continues regular inspections of E & S controls at active 

construction sites; and conducted annual catch basin inspections on all township owned streets and review 

of small developments for stormwater controls.   Documenting and responding to stormwater-related 

complaints and run off issues. 

 

BOUNDARY STUDY UPDATE – We have no meeting scheduled at this time. 

 

PLANNING COMMISSION – The minutes of the March Planning Commission meeting are posted on 

the bulletin board.   

 

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT – The Allegheny County Health Department has confirmed that a dead 

raccoon brought to one of its facilities recently has tested positive for rabies. This is the second rabid 

animal reported in Allegheny County in 2018, both raccoons.  All county residents should always avoid 

stray animals and wildlife, even if they appear healthy, to avoid exposure to rabies. Residents should also 

have their pets vaccinated, and watch for unusual behavior.  



 

MANAGER’S REPORT – Mr. Sullivan reported the municipal office will be closed on Monday May 28

in observance of the Memorial Day holiday.  Mr. Sullivan thanked all those that helped with the 

preparation of Chief Micklos Retirement Party. 

 

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT – Justin Klingenberg reported the road department has been addressing the 

draining issues at the Municipal Building.   The road department has also been working on the Catch 

Basins in the township and topsoil work in the township.

Mr. Beatty stated we have Resolution No. 16-18 for consideration.  This is a resolution for the purchase of 

the 2018 Catipillar Roller.  Mr. Reid made a motion to accept Resolution No. 16-18.  Mr. Hartle 

seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
